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GENERAL INFORMATION 

SOLO EVENTS. Competitors must be current members of the Southern United States Pipe Band Association or belong to an officially recognized affiliated organization. 
Contests usually begin at 9:00 a.m. sharp. COMPETITORS CHECK IN WITH THE STEWARDS BEFORE THE EVENT STARTS. Any competitor failing to play when 
requested by the steward may be disqualified. No refund of entry fees will be made for events entered but not competed unless the event is cancelled. SUSPBA reserves the 
right to cancel any competition if the minimum # of entries required to hold that event are not met.  Competitors may be prevented from competing for not wearing proper 
highland dress. Kilt, shirt, hat, hose and shoes are the minimum requirement.  When more than one tune is required to be submitted, the judge will decide the tune to be 
played.   
 

PIPING TUNE SUBMISSIONS ARE: 
 

Grade 5– one (2-part minimum) march, any time signature, once over 
Grade 4– one 4-parted 2/4 march, one piobaireachd – ground and 1st variation 
Grade 3– one 4-parted 2/4 march, one 4-parted strathspey and one 4-parted reel, one piobaireachd 
Grade 2– two 4-parted 2/4 marches, one 4-parted strathspey and one 4-parted reel, two piobaireachds 
Grade 1– two tunes for each event, except three tunes for piobaireachd 
Profess.– four tunes for M/S/R and for piobaireachd, three tunes for 6/8 march and for hornpipe/jig  
Optional:  Novice practice chanter – one two-parted march, any time signature 

DRUMMING TUNE SUBMISSIONS ARE: 
Grade 4– one 4-parted march or 2 different 2-parted marches or one 2-parted march played 

twice.  May be of any time signature. 
Grade 3– one set  (set = a 4-parted 2/4 march, a 4-parted strathspey and a 4-parted reel) 
Grade 2– one set.   (optional - one hornpipe/jig)  
Grade 1– one set.   (optional - one hornpipe/jig) 
Professional– two sets / two hornpipe/jigs    
Amateur Tenor– one four-parted 2/4 march    (Amateur Bass judged in circle) 
Professional Tenor and Professional Bass– one set.   (optional-one hornpipe/jig)
